* Increase expenditures by visitors to Cambridge/Guernsey County

* Provide programs and activities beneficial to drawing additional tourists from a 100+ mile radius
» Feature new or expanded events, projects or programs

Grants are available from a minimum of $500 to a maximum of $5,000 and will be contingent
upon the amount of overnight stays the event, project or program generates.

All completed application forms and support materials must be in the Cambridge/Guernsey
County VCB office by Feb. 15, 2017. Those eligible to apply include any non-profit group or
organization doing business in the Cambridge/Guernsey County area. For complete program
details and an application, log on to VisitGuernseyCounty.com/Industry.

Application packets are reviewed by the GAP program Committee and then presented to the
Cambridge/Guernsey County VCB Board of Directors for final funding decisions. Once funds are
awarded, a letter of the decisions informs all applicants by in March 2017.
