This fall Gerald Dickens returns to the U.S. for his 2017 tour that will take him to both coasts with many
stops in between.

During his energetic one-man show, Gerald Dickens conjures A Christmas Carol with just a table, wing chair
and hat rack accompanying him on stage. As he leaps, sobs, and laughs, 26 characters of the classic tale are
brought vividly to life. Gerald has created different postures and voices for each character, achieving this so
adeptly that the audience has no doubt about “who is who,” so to speak.
